Build excitement and engagement before
and during the rhyme challenge by:

- Creating an explorer hunt to discover the
rhyme booklets which can be used like a
passport after learning each rhyme.

- Hiding a clue to the weekly rhyme each week
to spot and guess what it may be about.

Use the rhyme challenge to support your
school curriculum and Siarter laith /

Weave the rhyme challenge into different times
of day, routines, lessons and topics.

Find similarities between the rhymes in Welsh
and English.

Link the rhymes to your Welsh language topic
or pattern e.g. weather, body, counting.

Help children learn the rhymes:

Children will learn the rhymes at different
paces, and some will learn the whole rhyme,
others just small parts. Be flexible and adapt to
your learners.

Start learning the rhymes and words slowly
and use actions to support remembering the
words.

Use musical instruments or body percussion
to emphasise the rhythm and patterns in the
rhymes.

Change the pitch or volume of your voice at
different points.

Support families to engage
in the challenge:

Let families know what to expect and do before
sending home the rhyme booklets.

Send regular reminders to return their booklets
and share the weekly rhyme video.

Invite families to a drop in rhyme session where
they can learn with their child and have fun!

Reassure families learning at different paces
and only learning small parts of a rhyme is
okay.

Encourage rhyme sharing at small moments
throughout their daily routine at home.

Celebrate with performances and certificates
or even another hunt with their families!

The My Book scrapbook is designed to develop
learners’ skills in mark making and writing by
becoming the author of their own book. This material
is flexible and can be used by learners to develop
their own stories or collect drawings, words or ideas.
the Unicorn’s Challenge magazine is designed
to support children’s literacy and numeracy skills

at the end of Reception through games, puzzles

and rhymes. The magazine can be used as part of
their transition from Reception to Year 1 over the
summer term and holidays. There are accompanying
challenge videos to use with the magazine and
physical dice and counters for each child.

Build excitement and engagement before
sending materials home by:

- Playing the unicorn’s challenge games and
videos in class so learners are familiar with
what to do.

- Using the Unicorn’s Challenge magazine as
part of the year 1 transition day.

- Creating a hunt to discover their My Book
scrapbooks like the Pori Drwy Stori explorers.

- Visiting a local library or holding a library
session at school to learn about books and
authors.
